· The official London 2010 mascots are called Wenlock and Mandeville and can be found on both Twitter and Facebook! 

· Temporary ‘Games Lanes’ will be introduced on 2.5% of London’s roads during the Olympics to enable people essential to the games to get to the venues. This involves athletes, officials, stewards etc. 
· There are more than 10, 000 businesses engaged on London 2012 opportunities – a figure which is constantly increasing... 

· The 2012th seat of the Olympic stadium was fitted (on the 5th July 2010) in the Olympic Stadium by International Olympic Committee President Jacques Rogge
· London is the first Summer Host City to embed ‘sustainability’ into its planning from the start working towards achieving “One Planet 2012”. In other words, it’s going to be a ‘green’ Olympics
· 9.2 million tickets will be available for the Olympic Games 
· There are 20 sports in the Paralympic programme for London 2012

· Sainsbury’s is the official sponsor of the London 2012 Paralympic Games 

· Approximately 70,000 volunteers are needed to make the Games happen
· The GB Team is predicted to achieve a total of at least 80 medals in London across a range of 26 Olympic Sports 

· After the Games the Olympic Park will be transformed into one of the largest urban parks created in Europe for more than 150 years
· This will be the 3rd time London has hosted the Summer Olympics. The city has twice before hosted the Games – in 1908 and 1948
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
