One school ran a 1000m shuttle relay (including running, skipping and hopping) with year 4 students, another organised a ‘1000 throws and catches’ competition with year 3 students, and others ran skipping challenges and assemblies. The Olympic and Paralympic Values were at the heart of all the activity and the Young Ambassadors learnt a lot from their first outings. They’ve been inspired to go out and do more to promote the Values and the Games in their communities.  
Renfrewshire gets running!
December 11, 2009
Matthew, a Young Ambassador in Renfrewshire, began his quest to get pupils from Trinity High School to run 1000 miles to celebrate the countdown to the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games. The pupils wore different coloured bibs to represent the different nations that take part in the Games. Jog Scotty, the ‘Jog Scotland’ mascot, and Commonwealth Games hopeful, 400 metre hurdle runner Martin Lipton, joined in too! In the end, the pupils ran a total of 1403.4 miles, surpassing their original target!

Platinum Young Ambassadors from Leicester have created a large banner that has been sent to 19 primary schools in the surrounding area. Each school has decorated a section and the final banner is displayed at all inter school competitions to celebrate the connection between schools. The group of Young Ambassadors have also delivered assemblies focusing on the Olympic and Paralympic Values and discrimination in sport and in society.

Felicity, a Young Ambassador from The Mountbatten School in Hampshire created a really original poster to celebrate the Vancouver 2010 Winter Olympic and Paralympic Games. Depicting a skier’s perspective and using a bold design, Felicity hopes that her poster will help the audience to be inspired and to feel the same courage and determination as the skier at the top of a ski run.
'On yoUR Marks, Get Set, Go!'
July 2, 2010
The Young Ambassadors of Macclesfield have developed a three year project entitled ‘On your Marks, Get Set, Go!’. The project aims to: engage more young people in regular weekly physical activity; raise awareness of London 2012; raise awareness of the Olympic and Paralympic Values. As part of the project, the YAs initiated the OnyoURMarks@20past12 dance activity in which over 8,000 young people participated in Macclesfield alone. The Young Ambassadors invited dignitaries and 7 Sporting Champions who spent the day visiting over 45 schools and 8000 young people across Macclesfield to encourage pupils to get involved in physical activity and inspire them to do their best.
